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About the Programme Calendar 2011-12  

 
Welcome to NIPCCD and greetings on behalf of NIPCCD family. 

It’s my pleasure and privilege to inform that during the year 2010 -11, the Institute had organised a total of 

307 training programmes which were attended by 10035 participants. Out of it, 196 programmes were 

organised on issues relating to Women and Child Development including Child Protection and Juvenile 

Justice Act and 111 training programmes for functionaries of ICDS which were attended by 6673 and 3362 

participants respectively.  The Institute has progressed significantly to achieve the objectives, vision and 

mission through our strategic plan.  

The result-oriented researches and documentations are integral part of NIPCCD activities and these are 

carried out using qualified team with focus on need based issues.  The Institute has already made a mark in 

carrying out active research and dissemination of knowledge in the fields of women and child development. 

With a great pleasure I am happy to inform that during last year (2010-11), the Institute completed 16 

research studies/ documentations.        

The Institute has set a remarkable pace for itself since its inception and has been working towards promoting 

voluntary action and took a leadership role in the country. During the year 2011-12 the Institute has 

proposed its regular and popular courses geared towards strengthening voluntary action in diversified fields 

like establishing and managing a voluntary organisation; community mobilisation and resources; project 

formulation; legal regulations; grant management system; managing NGOs for sustainable development; 

and conceptualising and executing a project.   

We are pleased to announce that last year also, at the behest of Ministry of Women and Child Development 

(MWCD) we simultaneously organised a National and Four Regional Consultations Evolving a n 

Efficient Grant Management System towards Improving  GO-NGO Cooperation in WCD Schemes  on 

27-28 January, 2011 which has set a tone for a dialogue between Government and Non-Governmental 

Organisations.  In all 251 representatives of voluntary organizations and government departments attended 

these Consultations.   

Integrated Child Development Services (ICDS) Scheme represents one of the world’s largest and most 

unique programmes for early childhood development. It is the foremost symbol of India’s commitment to her 

children – India’s response to the challenge of providing pre-school education on one hand and breaking the 

vicious cycle of malnutrition, morbidity, reduced learning capacity and mortality, on the other. The Institute 

has been functioning as an apex institution for training of the ICDS functionaries since 1975. This year also 

with an aim towards quality improvement in ICDS programme NIPCCD has planned out several vertical 

training of block level functionaries apart from its regular job training and refresher courses and training of 

trainers on a range of topics related to ICDS services delivery systems. The other major initiatives in this 

area include Training of Trainers on SABLA and IGMSY Scheme and Use of Mother Child Protection (MCP) 
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Card; New WHO Child Growth Standards in ICDS; Skill Training of Instructors of AWTCs/MLTCs on IYCF; 

IMNCI; and Planning and Organizing of Community Education Sessions etc.  

The Institute as a nodal resource agency has also been entrusted with the responsibility of training and 

capacity building of functionaries at the national and regional level, under the new Integrated Child 

Protection Scheme (ICPS). The Institute has drawn-up a complete Plan of Action for Training, Research and 

Documentation under ICPS for the year. The  major programmes in the area of Child Protection and Juvenile 

Justice Act include the  one-month long Certificate Course on Child Rights and Child Protection; Amendment 

of Juvenile Justice Act; Child Tracking System; Integrated Child Protection Scheme (ICPS); Sensitisation 

Programme on Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Amendment Act, 2006 for Judges of JJB; 

Orientation Training Programmes for Superintendents of Children’s Homes/Probation Officers/ Welfare 

Officers/Voluntary Organisations; etc.  

The current thrust areas of the Institute relating to child development are maternal and child health and 

nutrition, early childhood care and education, childhood disabilities, positive mental health in children and 

child care support services. Several programmes have been designed for various groups of clientele namely, 

NGOs, trainers, counsellors, parents and teachers etc.  

 

The Institute also runs a one year regular Advanced Diploma in Child Guidance and Counselling with a 

vision to bridge the gap of trained professionals for undertaking guidance and counselling intervention with 

children and their families in different settings. It gives me great pleasure to inform that the Diploma has 

been recognised by Guru Gobind Singh Indraprastha University. 

 

The launch of National Mission for Empowerment of Women (2010-15) warrants empowering women 

socially, economically and educationally. The Institute in the area of women development is geared to 

complement national policies and programmes for women’s empowerment through training, research and 

documentation. It is currently focusing on gender planning and mainstreaming, gender budgeting, economic 

and political empowerment of women, prevention of sexual harassment at work place, prevention of gender 

related violence such as female foeticide, female infanticide, trafficking of women and children, child 

marriage, etc.  The major initiatives during 2011-12 include Gender Budgeting; Sensitisation Programme on 

Child Marriage and Sex Selective Abortion; Programme on Effective Implementation of PWDV act, 2005; 

Training Programme on Prevention of Trafficking of Women and Children; etc.  

 

We have not been working alone and I must admit that NIPCCD owes its success to the network and 

partnership it has established with the various international, national, regional and local level voluntary 

organisations and civil society organisations, universities, technical institutes and government departments.  

I wish to put on record my deepest gratitude and thanks for the support extended by all of such 

organisations. 
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 With the support and assistance of faculty members, officers and other employee of NIPCCD it will be my 

endeavour to expand the current scope of activities of the Institute and elevate its reputation to a higher level 

in the foreseeable future.

THE INSTITUTE 
 
National Institute of Public Cooperation and Child Development , popularly known as NIPCCD, an 

autonomous organisation under the aegis of the Ministry of Women and Child Development, Government 

of India is a premier organisation devoted to promotion of voluntary action and research, training and 

documentation in the overall domain of women and child development. Established in New Delhi in the 

year 1966 under Societies Registration Act of 1860, it functions under the aegis of the Ministry of Women 

and Child Development, Government of India.

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CONSTITUTIONAL BODIES AND COMMITTEE 
 
The Institute has two main constitutional bodies namely, the General Body and the Executive Council.  
While the General Body is responsible for formulating overall policies of the Institute, the Executive Council 
is responsible for management and administration of the Institute.  Both these bodies have representation 
of government and voluntary organisations. The Minister of State for Women and Child Development under 
whose administrative control the Institute is placed is the President of the General Body. The President of 
the General Body is also the Chairperson of the Executive Council.

OBJECTIVES 
 
The objectives of the Institute are to: 

 
·  develop and promote voluntary action in social development; 
·  take a comprehensive view of child development and to promote and develop relevant need-

based programmes in pursuance of the National Policy for Children; 
·  develop measures for coordination between governmental and voluntary action in social 

development; 
·  evolve framework and perspective for organising children’s programmes through governmental 

and voluntary efforts; and 
·  establish liaison with international and regional agencies, research  institutions, universities and 

technical bodies engaged in activities similar to those of the Institute. 
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FUNCTIONAL STRUCTURE 
 
The Institute’s affairs are managed with a well conceived mechanism which is operative at the 
Headquarters, through two Departments, namely, the Department of Mother Care and Child Development 
and the Department of Training and Common Services.  Each Department is headed by an Additional 
Director.  Five Programme Divisions function under these two Departments.  These Divisions are: Public 
Cooperation, Child Development, Women’s Development, Training, and Monitoring and Evaluation.  Each 
of these Divisions is headed by a Joint Director. The Institute’s Documentation Centre on Women and 
Children (DCWC) is a specialized documentation and reference centre which disseminates information on 
women and children both within the country and abroad.  Institute’s four Regional Centres, each headed 
by a Regional Director, cater to the training, research and consultancy needs at regional level 

PROGRAMMES AND ACTIVITIES 
 
Training 
 
Training is one of the core activities of the Institute.  The Institute organises training programmes which 
include orientation courses, sensitizations /skill training programmes, workshops, seminars and 
consultation meets/review meets for functionaries of voluntary organisations, officials of government 
departments including ICDS functionaries, personnel engaged in SABLA, Swadhar, Ujjawala scheme, 
etc. and personnel of research and training institutions and organisations. The Institute is responsible for 
overseeing training of personnel of Integrated Child Development Services, the world's largest public-
funded early childhood development programme. The Institute as a nodal resource agency has also been 
entrusted with the responsibility of training and capacity building of functionaries at the national and 
regional level, under the Integrated Child Protection Scheme (ICPS). The training programmes can be 
broadly classified into three categories namely, (i) training programmes for capacity building of 
functionaries of voluntary organisations on issues relating to Women and Child Development (ii) training 
on Child Protection and Juvenile Justice Act, (iii) training of ICDS functionaries. 
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Research/Evaluation Studies 
 
Research and Evaluation Studies constitute an integral part of the work of the Institute.  In keeping with 
its mandate, the Institute undertakes Research and Evaluation studies as part of its academic activities. 
Guided by the Institute’s research policy, research projects and evaluation studies are undertaken in 
different areas of voluntary action, women and child development. Evaluation studies are conducted to 
assess the impact of ongoing schemes of interventions or projects of Women and Child Development as 
an independent initiative, or at the request of sponsoring Department/agency.  
 
FACULTY 
 
Each Programme Division is supported by a group of enthusiastic, highly qualified, inter-disciplinary faculty 
possessing exceptional communication, creative and analytical skills. It is the quality of work and committed 
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professional performance of the staff and faculty which is taking the Institute forward towards becoming a 
Centre of Excellence in the South-East region. Faculty members of NIPCCD are proud to establish working 
links with many national, regional and local level voluntary organisations and civil society organisations, 
universities, technical institutes and government departments. 
 
 

 
 
CAMPUS AND HOSTEL 
 
The Institute’s Headquarters and its Regional Centres at Bangalore, Guwahati, Lucknow and Indore have 
their own campus endowed with modern infrastructural facilities, hostels and residential flats. The Institute’s 
Headquarters located at New Delhi has a hostel which can accommodate 70 trainees.  Regional Centres 
located at Bangalore and Guwahati have a capacity to accommodate 72 trainees each at a time in their 
respective hostels.  The Regional Centre, Lucknow has a capacity of accommodating 120 trainees at a time 
in its hostel. The Regional Centre, Indore has a capacity of accommodating 60 trainees at a time in its hostel.

The Institute, as per practice, invites nominations in respect of each programme from concerned government 
departments and voluntary organisations separately. Organisations who might be interested in participating in 
programmes of their interest are requested to plan in advance their training requirement and send request of 
participation in any specific training programme for consideration to Director in respect of programmes 
organised by Headquarters and to concerned Regional Directors in respect of programmes to be conducted 
by Regional Centres. Organisations are requested not to proceed or send their representatives to the 
Institute for training unless a confirmation letter  is received to participate in any specific trainin g 
programme.
